2. PREPARATION OF MANUSCRIPTS
General Appearance
The text mustbe in English.The submittedtypesetscriptsof
each contribution must be in their final form and of good
appearancesince they will be printed directly without any
editing. It is essential that the “camera-readycopies” be
absolutely clean and unfolded. 
Your papermust be printed in actual size in two columns.
Columnsshould be balancedin the last page.The document
you arereadingis printedin the format thatshouldbe usedin
your paper.

Specifications
To ensure uniformity of appearancefor the Journal, your
papershouldconformto the following specifications.If your
paper deviates significantly from these specifications, the
printer may not be able to include your paper in the Journal.
1) The Top, bottom, left, and right margins should be 2.5 cm.
2) The distancebetweenthe two columnsof text shouldbe 1
cm.

3. RECOMMENDED POINT SIZES
We recommenda font of 9 points or greater.This documentis
set in 9-point Times.

Major headingsareto be columncenteredin a bold font or in
capitals without underline. They may be numbered,if so
desired."4. HEADING S" at the top of this paragraphis a
major heading.

Subheadings
Subheadingsshould be in a bold font or underlined
lower casewith initial capitals.They should start at
the left-hand margin on a separate line.

Sub-subheadings: Sub-subheadingsare to
be in a bold font or underlinedtype. They shouldbe
indentedandrun in at thebeginningof theparagraph.
The top of this paragraph illustrates a sub-subheading.

Title : Thetitle shouldbe centeredacrossthe
top of the first pageand should be in a distinctive
point size or font (e.g. 14 bold, as the title of this
document).

Authors’ Names and Addresses: The
authors’ names and addressesshould be centered
below thetitle. Theparticularpoint sizesandfontsare
not critical and are left to the discretion of the authors.

Keywords: From 5 to 7 keywords should
follow the abstract (as a subheading of the Abstract).

Illustrations : All halftone illustrations
(pictures)shouldbe clear black and white prints. Do
not supplyphotocopies.Theseillustrationsshould be
in placein thearticle (preferablyprintedaspartof the
text rather than pasted up). If you are using
photographsandareable to havehalftonesmadeat a
print shop,usea 100-line or 110-line screen.If you
must use photos, they must be pasted onto your
manuscript.Use rubbercementto affix the halftones
or photos in place. Black
andwhite, clear,glossy-finishphotosarepreferableto
color. Supply the best quality photographs and
illustrations possible.
Penciledlines and very fine lines do not reproduce
well. Do not use tape on your pages.

5. FORMULAE
All equationsmustbetypedor written neatlyin black.
They should be numberedconsecutivelythroughout
the text.
Equationnumbersshould be enclosedin parentheses
and flushedright. Equationsshould be referredto as
Eq. (X) in thetext whereX is theequationnumber.In
multiple-line equations,the numbershould be given
on the last line.

6. PAGE NUMBERING
Please do NOT number your pages

7. FOOTNOTES
Should be typed in singled-linespacingat the bottom
of the pageand column where it is cited. Footnotes
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should be rare.
